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A Study of Integrative English Teaching Methods

Abstract

The purpose of this study is to investigate the usability of English
novel in teaching English for middle-school-students in Korea and to
present effective teaching methods in English class.

Literature has many advantages in English classroom, because it is
a very effective, source to teach the foreign culture ‘and language
necessary for communication. So it is desirable that literary works
should be used as effective tools to teach the English language.

Chapter I deals with "many advantages of a novel, /major
considerations to choose a novel, and theories of English .teaching
methods.

Literary. texts ‘encompass
every human dilemma, conflict, and ‘yearning. They elicit, strong
emotional reactions from the learners. Unravelling the plot of a
novel or decoding the dialogue of a play is more than a
mechanical | exercise—it demands | a personal response from
learners and‘“encourages them to draw on their own experience.
By doing so, learners:become more personally .invested in the
process of language learning 'and can begin to-own the language
