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The Effects of Teaching English through Games
on the Communicative Competence of

Elementary School Children

Abstract

The purpose of this study is to analyze the effects of teaching
English through games on speaking and listening ability of fifth graders
in the elementary school. For attaining the purpose, two fifth-grade
classes in an Elementary School were divided into two groups: the
experimental group and the control group. The experimental group was
taught with more games than the control group. The control group was
mainly taught by the text book. The student’s interest in learning
English was measured by questionnaires, and the improvement of
communicative competence, by listening and speaking tests. The data
were analyzed statistically.

The results of this study are as follows:

First, Games significantly improved student’s interest in learning

English.



Second, the experimental class was not significantly better than the
control class in listening and speaking ability.

Based on the above-mentioned findings, the following suggestions
were made for more efficient teaching of English in elementary schools:

First, English games can heighten the student’s interest in learning
English. Therefore to maximize the effects from teaching through
games in English classes, teachers must consider learners’ interest in
games and use appropriate kinds of games for elementary school
children.

Second, the results imply that game centered instruction should be
used continuously for more than one semester to get the positive effect
of improving students’ speaking and listening ability. The students’
heightened interest in learning English might bring about positive

results in listening and speaking on a long term basis.
