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The Realities of Parents Education in Public Kindergarens

Abstract

The purpose of this study was to provide basic information for
improving the current parents education in public kindergartens by
investigating understanding and opinion of persons involved in the
education. The questionnaire including 35 questions was
distributed to 130 public kindergarten teachers and 190 parents of
children attending the kindergartens.

The results was summarized as follows:

1. The teachers of public kindergarten had majored in preschool
education, but the great majority of the principals and assistant
principals had not

2. The teachers had a positive understanding of the necessity of
the program for the year and the types about the parents
education. They made a prior program for the parents education,
placed an adequate educators in each types, and carried out the
evaluation properly in the most kindergarten.
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3. Though they understood very well how important the
necessity of the educating parents was, the parents’ participation
was on low level and the areas which the parents would not take
part in was high. Moreover, the necessity of Internet and PC, the
new means for parents education, in which the parents didn’t
need to take part, was recognized highly, but the frequancy was
low.

4. The difficulties in educating parents are the overweight work
in teacher’s factor, the lack of parents’ interest and participation,
which was not enough time as increasing husband and wife both
working in parents’ factor. In the environment factor, the financial
problems and limited time were shown.

5. Parents usually thought of the necessity and the effects of
their own education positively. They had the difficulty in
attending the program which needed their participation. The
understanding of parents education through Internet was lower
than the others. The way they got the educational information

was neither systematic nor fragmentary.
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
