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The Birth and Development of Dance Sports Competition

Abstract

Dance sports was developed as a sports approved by International Olympic
Committee(I0C) and is rapidly developing as the most promising sports in the
21st century.

With much interest and participation of pecple throughout the world, it was
developed as one of evervday sports. It was also adopted as an official
competition in the East Asian compelition, which will be taken place in
Bongkok 2005.

Owing to the fixed and wrong concept and negative point on dance, however,
it is true that immoral and corrupted image on dance still prevails in domestic.
Dance institute was controlled by the regulations on customs business(F 4% %)
enacted in 1991. It is rather too late, but <regulations on installation of sports
facilities and its use> were applied on it like other evervday sports, and was
changed into <sports faciliies business requiring reporting>. Then, through
increased national consciousness, people who participates in dance sports
activities in leisure life is gradually increasing. Taking the example of Japan
and China, countries near to Korea, thev joined in National Olympic

Committee(NOC), and it is positioning as evervday sports by a powerful support



policy of the government.

Also, Korea remains in the lowest rank in Asia whereas Japan and Chinahave
proven qualitv plavers ranking high in dance sporls competition.

Therefore, it is required to enhancedomestic and worldwide consciousness on
dance sports, and develop it as the national sports. Based on my personal
experience as dance sports compelition player and leader, and teaching
experience, the researcher studied the historic background and development
phase of dance sporls and concluded as below:

First, dance sports started with Jeisure and hobby purpose by Jehan Tabourot,
French churchman in 1588. In late 17th century, more systematic format and
technique were developed by Louis XIV, and ISTD established an academic
theorv on modern dance sports in 1924,

Second. the official terminology used by International Dance Sports Federation,
World Dance Sports Federation and Olympic Committee is unified as ‘Dance
Sports’ not sports dance.

Third, International Dance Sports Federation(IDSF) joins as an offical
member of Intemational Olvmpic Committee(JOC) in September 1997, and 1s
recognized as official and intermational sports.

Fourth, the first international dance sports competition was introduced in 1905
in Korea, and the first domestic dance sports competition was taken place In
Victory Dance Hall, Dongrae, Pusan in October 1934. National competition was

then made in Jangchoong Gymnasium, Seoul sponsored by Hankook Ilbo in

Fifth, Korean Federation of Dance Sport Korea was registered as secondary
membership to Korea Sports Council and Olympic Committee in December 22,

2003.
