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A study of Teaching English with Storytelling

in Elementary School

Abstract

The purpose of this study is to examine an effective way of
applying storytelling to the classroom in relation to the English
curriculum of primary education. English education in primary school
should provide children with the best-suited learning environment in
order to maximize children’s exposure to the target language, which
enables them to acquire the target language as natural as possible.
Korean students at primary schools, however, don’t appear to be
motivated in learning a foreign language. Furthermore, the current
curriculum of English education in primary level seems to consider a
language just a way of communication and relies much on mechanical
drills with many examples in classroom activities.

Here, an attempt to apply storytelling effectively to classroom at
clementary level was made, which can be a way of motivating children

to learn English with interest, figuring out solutions to the problems of
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the mechanical drills, and increasing moral mentality and cross—cultural
awareness.

The study brings a focus into the examination of the hypothesis that
stories are educationally valuable materials to be used in elementary
classroom, so storytelling method is effective in a learner-centered
classroom in which it arouses the learners’ interest and initiatives in
the language classroom.

The instrument for this study was English textbooks of the 6th
grade at elementary school. The textbooks were classified by units and
followed by the selection of some story books suitable for teaching
target grammar structures. To maximize the learners’ interest, some
resourceful storytelling books were selected on the basis of some
criterion of good story books: the frequency of the patterns, easiness of
the patterns, and soundness of the story plot. Then a variety of
storytelling activities were designed to arouse students’ curiosity and
interest, and the students were given different lessons according to
their proficiency for the observation of the development of the affective
factors such as interest, originality and cooperation during the
activities. Group work was intended to provide the students of different
proficiency with opportunities of cooperative learning experiences so
that they be interested in learning English. In addition, the outcomes of
the group work were posted to enlarge their confidence in learning
English.

Many reusable and various materials were designed to make the
learning effective. The ultimate object of the storytelling activities was

to cultivate students’ voluntary to tell what they read in English and



furthermore to search for story books written in English by themselves
through such classroom activities.

Storytelling can be an effective method to develop children’s
understanding of English structures as well as a desirable attitude
toward life-long learning. So some suggestions for the use of
storytelling at elementary schools are made as follows:

First, for teachers to use the storytelling method in the regular
classroom or extracurricular activities, more resource books should be
developed so that teachers can use them without reconstructing
textbook or other materials.

Second, continuous research on storytelling materials such as
audio-cassette tapes should be made.

Third, teachers themselves should be equipped with enthusiasm and
make efforts to teach English in interesting wayvs In accordance with
learners’ proficiency and characteristics of elementary level.

Finally, research on the effect of re-reading activity on the learners’
language development and originality should be followed.

In conclusion, teachers are required to make a ceaseless effort to
adopt the suggestions above to the classroom effectively. Also research
and efforts should be continued to provide teachers with best-fitted
teaching environment. Concerted efforts should be made to provide
such environment so that storytelling has come to stay in the English

classroom at elementary schools.
