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A Discourse-Pragmatic Approach to Dative Movement

in English

Abstract

In English sentences with the dative and patient, which object goes
first could be confusing to L2 language learners. To help learners to
understand what kinds of factor make the dative move from indirect
position to direct position. This study investigates the relationship
between the discourse and dative movement. This study compares the
importance of both dative and patient in discourse. The more important
thing could be secondary topic, so it is placed before the other one as a
direct object in the sentence.

To explain how speakers choose a DAT-PAT construction over a
PAT DAT construction, this study uses Chen’s{(1936) four variables
which he refers as the "topicality of the object”. They are 1) the length
of the object, 2) the encoding type, 3) the distance from the antecedent
in the discourse and 4) the number of times that the referents are

mentioned in the following discourse. I examined 198 sentences which



have both a direct and an indirect object. They were drawn from
English texts such as 'Readers Digests’ and ‘Guideposts’.

The dative movement could be more frequently used when the dative
1s more important than the patient in the sentence, such as short length
of dative, pronoun, short referential distance in antecedent and high
persistence in  following discourse. Therefore, learners need to
understand what the topic is and how to effectively convey it in the

discourse.
