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A Study on Methods of Teaching English Through Film
in Optional Activity Class

Abstract

This study aims at presenting English teaching methods through film in optional
activity class which is provided to improve students’ interests in English and listening
abilities as well.

In Chapter 1, the necessity and purpose of the study are discussed, and chapter 2
covers theoretical backgrounds for using movies in teaching English and the meaning of
the optional activity.

In Chapter 3, after the survey of film selection criteria in EFL, the reason for picking
The Princess Diaries as the film to study for optional class activity is explained. This
film has many scenes that interest students, such as school life and friendship. Using
this film, I conducted an experimental class with 34 middle school students for 8 weeks.
Teaching and learning plans for 8 lessons are hased on Wood's methods for teaching
film for EFL students. Every plan includes explanations about new words and
cxpressions, and students study the film with the worksheet which is also derived from
Wood’s methods.

Chapter 4 analyzes cquestionaries from 34 students who participated in  this
experimental class. The purpose of the questionaries was to check whether film
motivates students to get more interest in English and helps them improve listening
skills.  The comparison of listening test between the class that participated in the
experimental class and the controlled class that did not shows that students’ interests in
English lesson increase by teaching English through film and their listening abilities also
- mprove.

Since 1t is confitmed that teaching English through film enhances the motivation and

language skidls of students, it is necessary to develop various and effective teaching

techniques for teaching film in English class. In this regard, this study is thought to set

a stepping stone for activating discussions for the use of film in regular English class.
