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An Analysis of the Vocabulary of Middle School English I :
Verbs and Nouns

Abstract

Vocabulary is a significant factor in the development of
communicative competence. In order to fluently communicate in a
foreign language, it is important to know the vocabulary.

In an EFL situation, we can assume that English textbooks have a
great influence on learners’ progress. In this respect, there must be
careful  consideration of the selection, frequency, distribution,
arrangement and context of the words used in the English textbooks, in
order to facilitate students’ acquisition of the English language, and to
encourage their interest in the English language.

This study is based on the notion that learners can learn vocabulary
incidentally through meaning-focused learning acﬁvities when T;hey meet
words repeatedly. Its purpose is to suggest some issues raised in the
arrangement of textbook words for effective vocabulary learning by

analysing frequency, distribution, context and situation of word use in



two first grade middle school English textbooks.

The results of textbook analysis are as follows :

1. More than 50% of the total vocabulary in each textbook is seen
less than 6 times. Its distribution is not adequate either.

2. Words in each textbook are systematically presented in listening,
speaking, reading and writing activitiés. Words which appeared at once
least in each of the four activities occupy only an average of 9.3% of
the total vocabulary.

3. Most of words are presented in a single sentence and dialogue.
However, there are fewer words presented in passage than in a visual
context such as pictures, tables and diagrams. As to the first
occurrence, the visual context is second only to dialogue.

4. Emphasis on word class, ie. morphological variation of verb and

noun is marginal and limited.

Finally, the results of this study suggest that textbook writers for
middle schools should make an effort to consider word frequency,
distribution, repetition and context or situation. It is not easy to arrive
at a suitable balance; text writers need to realize vocabulary that has

been well arranged and is brought to a suitable level of frequency, is

conducive to effective vocabulary building.
