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A Study on the Connectivity of Communicative Functions in Listening and

Speaking in High School English Textbooks

Abstract

The purpose’ of this study is to analyze the connectivity, in high school
English textbooks by examining communicative functions in 'listening and
speaking materials ' in accordance with 'the revised 7th English National
Curriculum.

The major results, of this study are as follows.

First, the communicative functions| presented in each textbook are not
distributed widely. to™ each textbook ' and grades Especially, functions of
promoting intellectual attitude ~expressions, 'deseriptive information exchange,
emotional expressions and friendly relations are presented most frequently in
all textbooks. On the other hand, functions of moral attitude expressions,
imagination, and suggestion & recommendation are not dealt with enough.

Second, some subcategories in the main functions of high frequency are not
shared fairly and not presented in some textbooks.

Third, communicative functions taught in the previous grade are not
presented continuously and spirally.

Fourth, even each grade textbook published by the same publishing

company does not include all the communicative functions requested by the



revised 7th National Curriculum.

From these findings, this study suggests that textbook publishers should
pay more attention to the distribution and repetition of communicative functions
because learners can advance their English proficiency through these
communicative functions in EFL situation. English teachers should reorganize

the materials to improve communicative functions.
